The company produces 3-4 new productions each season in a summer
repertory schedule, presented within the intimate 467-seat theatre at the Blank Performing Arts Center. Our 53" season includes Wagner’s The Flying
Dutchman, JanaCek’s The Cunning Little Vixen, and Stravinsky’s The Rake’s Progress.

Principle Duties and Responsibilities:
®  Assist the Head of Props in the preparation, construction, and repair of properties.
®  Assist the Run Crew (Props Artisans and Props Interns) during all technical rehearsals, scene-shift rehearsals, dress rehearsals, and shows.
e  Communicate any repairs needed during the run of shows to the Head of Props.
®  Actas the liaison between Stage Management and Properties during scene shifts.
®  Assist with maintaining a prop inventory throughout the season.
®  Assistinscenic changeovers as needed.

®  Assistin cleaning the properties area throughout the season, including returning all stock to DMMO storage.
