Summary:  
Des Moines Metro Opera is a major summer opera festival located in Indianola, IA. The company produces 3 new productions 
each season in a summer repertory schedule, presented within the intimate 467-seat theatre at the Blank Performing Arts 
Center. Our 53rd season includes Wagner’s The Flying Dutchman, Janáček’s The Cunning Little Vixen, and Stravinsky’s The 
Rake’s Progress. 
 
Principle Duties and Responsibilities: 

• Help to install, operate the video systems. 
• Working with LED wall technology, various video projectors 
• Possible opportunities to operate the video control systems. 
• Participate in daily repertory change-over which includes tech rehearsal and the run of shows. 
• Maintain clean and safe workspace. 
• Other duties associated with a Video position on an “as needed” basis determined by the Director of Production and 

the Head of Video. 
• Potential crew fill-in for other departments in-case of illness or workload requirements.

Arrival: Sunday, May 11, starting Monday May 12, 2025 
Departing: Friday, July 25, 2025. 
 
Compensation: 
$650/week during the festival season, overtime after 50 hours paid at a rate of $15.60/hour 
$300 travel stipend to be paid upon arrival. 
DMMO will provide single occupancy air-conditioned dorm housing during the festival season. 
 
Skills and Knowledge 
Any Combination of education and experience providing the required skill and knowledge for successful performance would 
be qualifying. Typical qualifications would be equivalent to: 

• Professional experience working with video projectors, led walls, signal processing systems. 
• Working in a theatrical setting.
